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Drop-off and Pick-up Times
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Our Nursery works on a “tag” system. When you arrive, a nursery worker will greet you at the door to receive your baby and take any necessary items. The worker will hand you a baby information clipboard for you to fill out and a numbered tag to identify your child and your child’s items. The numbered tag will need to be brought back to the nursery at the end of service in order to pick up your child. In an effort to maintain the highest level of safety and order in our nurseries, we must insist that no parents enter the nurseries. We work very diligently to ensure the safety of the children. We ask that all parents understand and respect the guidelines regarding dropping off and picking up their children.  
Saying Good-bye
After you have completed the check-in process, simply wave a quick good-bye or give a quick hug and leave for the church service. As you know, it is normal for little ones to cry when leaving a parent. This does not last long, and separation becomes easier over time. Our nursery workers will immediately comfort the child and try to create interest in a toy or activity assuring him/her that you will return after church.
